Service – Humanitarian Projects
Description:

As part of the citizenship portion of this course, each student will complete a community awareness project.  The student will be placed in a group and then be responsible for choosing a non-profit organization to research, volunteer in, and promote.  This will include contacting the organization for research, volunteering with service hours, and promoting the organization with a presentation during a student body activity.  This project will take approximately 12 hours of outside-class work.  This is going to be a large part of your grade; it is worth 200 points.

Step One:

Please choose a group of three or four classmates, and then as a group choose an approved charitable organization from the list below.  Please make sure you check your choice with the teacher as a limited number of students will be allowed to choose each organization.  

Step Two: 

After you have approved your group and organization with the teacher, the best idea is to contact the organization and arrange a time to begin your service hours.  As these hours will be the largest portion of your grade, it is best to make sure you plan for these hours.  This volunteer time will also help you prepare for your research and presentation portions of this project.  
Step Three:

The next step of this project is to complete your service hours.  Please make sure that you have all of the required service hours by the end of the term, 10 hours.  It is your responsibility to record and document these hours on the sheet provided.  Please describe what you did for your service hours on a sheet of paper typed (approximately 1 page).  The format should be 12 pt Time New Roman Font, double spaced, one inch margins.  You will lose points if the formatting is not correct. Then have one of the members of the organization sign your smaller sheet to verify that you completed the service hours described.  Please attach these two sheets together.  You may turn them in as soon as you have completed your service hours.
Step Four:
Class presentation is the next step. 

· Each group will present their project in class by creating a Powerpoint that explains how the organization functions, where the funding comes from, how large the organization is, how long it has existed, and how to get involved with the organization. 
· Each individual student is required to write a one page, 12 pt, Times New Roman, double spaced paper, describing how their hours were spent, and what their personal experience was in doing this project. 
· Must be presented in class on the due date.
